Introduction
Research suggests that when teachers integrate writing tasks into content-area instruction students may think more critically about the material. In science, for example, lab reports require detailed procedural writing and clear descriptions of observations, and writing imaginary diary entries may help students connect with a time period they are studying in social studies. Additionally, regardless of subject area, students can write before, during, and/or after reading, to articulate what they already know, what they want to know, and what they learned. 
This checklist helps teachers review their current practice in content-area writing and identify areas of potential improvement. To build background knowledge and learn more about the importance of daily writing in all subject areas, teachers may wish to listen to the expert interview, Writing Every Day in Every Class.
