Behavior Feedback Cards

Provided are three behavior expectations forms. The first form is designed to help the teacher set behavioral expectations and routines in the classroom and align these expectations with school rules. The next two forms allow the teacher to provide feedback to students about those expectations. The first of these is a daily behavior feedback card, in which teachers can rate and provide remarks about individual students’ behaviors on any particular day. The second of these is a weekly behavior feedback form, in which teachers can rate students’ behaviors during the entire school week. Teachers may want to use the daily card format as a convenient behavioral record to be sent home with the student for parents to review or to share feedback with their students.

Please note that the behaviors listed in the feedback cards can be modified to be aligned with classroom expectations and the teacher’s particular goals.
